Little Joe

In downtown Corning,
there is a tall white tower
that was used around 1912
to stretch out long glass
tubes for thermometers. It
is no longer in use today,
but it is a landmark for
Corning. “Little Joe” is
the glassblower painted at
the top. See if you can find
the tower when you look
through the real submarine
periscope in the Optics
Gallery of the Museum'’s
Innovation Center. Can you
also see Corning Incorpo-
rated from the periscope?
